The City of McAllen Department of Finance prepares a monthly Financial Status Report (FSR) to monitor
the performance of the Adopted Budget by showing expenditure and revenue activity relative to budget
levels and prior year. This report focuses on the City's primary operating fund (General Fund). It
accounts for all financial transactions of the City, except those required to be accounted for in another
fund. The FSR reports revenues by major category and expenditures by function and department. The
City's fiscal year runs from October 1st to September 30th.
