SUMMARY OF ACTIVITY

The amounts listed above represent 80% of each total that will be reimbursed to the department by the FTA grant. These were the only expenditures for this grant for the month of 
November 2006. There are still ongoing projects in this grant that have not yet had expenditures.

Twenty-nine (29) stolen vehicles, recovered 14 with 12 charges: 6 felony and 6 misdemeanors; 10 adult males arrested. A total 14 vehicles were recovered, valued at $259,400.00.

Crime Victim's Liaison (CVL) assisted a total of 174 victims. CVL conducted two (2) training sessions at Mujeres Unidas for volunteers and new staff. The CVL also attended three
meetings: Sexual Assault Response Team Meeting, Child Advocacy Conference, and Hidalgo Family Violence Task Force Meeting in order to better assist victims. CVL met with staff
from Mothers Against Drunk Drivers (MADD) and staff from Adult Protective Services (APS) to review program and services.

The Transit Department expended a total of $77,431 in eligible projects. Preventive Maintenance expenses (remaining from FY 2006) - $55,789 Preventive Maintenance expenses for 
MET and Bus Station (October 2006) - $10,109 Preventive Maintenance salaries for MET and Bus Station (October 2006) - $9,371 Staff Training - $2,162 The city will be reimbursed for 
80% of the this total, which is equivalent to $61,945.06.

ENGINEERING

Data compilation and coordination with various entities for existing utilities (as-built plans, utility locates, etc.) and right-of-way information is approximately 95% complete. Currently
50% of the survey for design has been submitted and the other 50% is scheduled to finish in approximately 2 weeks. The geotechnical study of existing subsurface conditions has been
submitted. Construction plans for proposed gravity sewer mains and waterlines are being compiled. State highway and railroad crossing permits will be submitted after preliminary plans
and permit information has been completed. Full construction documents for both water and wastewater are scheduled to be completed in approximately 10 weeks.
TxDOT personnel are closer to resolving discrepancies within their internal structure as regards with the initial application and guidelines, but have not provided us with an estimated
time of completion. 

TxDOT provided a reimbursement in the amount of $294,560.91. These funds will be utilized to complete discrepancies left by the contractor of record. Parks and Recreation
Department personnel have been made aware of the current state of affairs.
