Big State Excavation has executed Change Order No 1 to closeout the Bentsen Sewer
Laterals Project The change order presents a net decrease to the contract of8933667
Please refer to the attached change order form

The change order reconciles actual quantities installed versus design quantities including a

reduction of approximately 500 LF that was installed by the Bentsen Roadway contractor

Although there was warranty work performed toreinstall a section of Lateral E caused by a

surveyrelated misunderstanding on the Contractorspart the project was substantially
complete by the contractual completion date of May 15 2007

An asbuilt survey conducted on October 5 2007 revealed the grades between manholes
met the design requirements Warranty work on Lateral E was completed in March 2008
however dispute over original ground elevations and the corresponding actual depth of pipe
has held up final acceptance ofthe change order amount

Staff has reviewed the Change Order No 1 and recommends approval
