CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Roger Garza called the meeting to order.

RECOGNITION - Introduction of the 1st Class of Innovation Apprentices

1. MINUTES:

Trustee Charles Amos motioned to approve the minutes for the Regular Meeting and
Workshop on October 13, 2009 and Workshop held September 29, 2009. Vice
Chairman Tony Aguirre seconded the motion.The motion carried unanimously by those
present.

2.  BIDS AND CONTRACTS:

a)  Sprint Nextel Contract Renewal - Cedar Water Tower

Mr. Vega presented the renewal of lease agreement with Sprint Nextel for



the Cedar Water Tower and requested approval for a five (5) year term;
whereas, the initial year lease fee would be $19,546.73 with an annual 5%
escalation fee. The contract would commence on October 27, 2009 and
terminate on October 27, 2014.

Vice Chairman Tony Aguirre motioned to approve contract renewal. Trustee

Charles Amos seconded the motion.The motion carried unanimously by
those present.

b)  Approval of Amendment No. 9 - North Wastewater Treatment Plant

Mr. Rodriguez informed the Board that this item was for a business plan
required by the Texas Water Development Board for the application of
ARRA Funds. Recommendation was for approval as presented.

Vice Chairman Tony Aguirre motioned to approve approval of Amendment
No. 9 for the North Wastewater Treatment Plant. Trustee Charles Amos
seconded the motion.The motion carried unanimously by those present.

¢) Bicentennial Interceptor Sewer - Final Reconciliation Change Order

Mr. Skoglund stated that this change order was submitted by SJ Louis
Construction to reconcile actual quantities installed verses quantities shown
on bid form and closeout the contract for the Bicentennial Interceptor Sewer
Project. The Change Order decreases the price by $52,030.35 and increases
contract time to 237 days.

Staff recommended approval as presented subject to a budget amendment to
bring forward the unused balance from last year’s budget to this fiscal year.

Trustee Charles Amos motioned to approve Final Reconciliation Change

Order. Vice Chairman Tony Aguirre seconded the motion.The motion
carried unanimously by those present.

d) 6th & Martin Lift Station Replacement - Change Order No. 2

Mr. Skoglund explained that Change Order No. 2 for the 6th & Martin Lift
Station Replacement was for an upgrade to a higher grade of architectural
gate and it also called for an additional two weeks of contract time needed
for fabrication.

Recommendation was for approval of Change Order No. 2 in the amount of
$1,980.

Vice Chairman Tony Aguirre motioned to approve 6th & Martin Lift Station
Replacement Change Order No. 2. Commissioner Scott Crane seconded the
motion.The motion failed.

Ms. Carvajal presented an order amending the budget of the McAllen Public
Utility Board of Trustees for the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 for an increase in
expenditures in the amount of $25,100 for purchase of one 12" submersible
pump within the Sewer Capital Improvement Fund. Staff called for approval
as presented.

Vice Chairman Tony Aguirre motioned to approve budget amendment for
the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 - Sewer Revenue Bond Fund. Trustee Charles
Amos seconded the motion.The motion carried unanimously by those
present.

b) Amending the Budget the McAllen Public Utility Board of Trustees for the
Fiscal Year 2009-2010 - Sewer Capital Improvement Fund

Ms. Carvajal presented an order amending the budget of the McAllen Public
Utility Board of Trustees for the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 for an increase in
expenditures in the amount of $200,000 for rebudgeting construction
expenditures associated with the Bicentennial Interceptor Project within the
Sewer Revenue Bond Fund. '

Vice Chairman Tony Aguirre motioned to approve budget amendment for
the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 - Sewer Capital Improvement Fund. Trustee
Charles Amos seconded the motion.The motion carried unanimously by
those present.
