Robbery, in the Uniform Crime
Reporting program, is defined as the
taking or attempting to take anything
of value from the care, custody, or
control of a person or persons by
force, threat of force or violence, or
by putting the victim in fear.

Included in this category are
assaults to commit robbery and
attempted robberies.

Crime Reporting program, is the
unlawful taking, carrying, leading,
or riding away of property from the
possession or constructive
possession of another.
Larceny/Theft includes crimes
such as shoplifting, pockeicking,
purse shatching, thefts from motor
vehicles, theft of motor vehicle
parts and accessories, bicycle
thefts, and other things of value in
which no use of force, violence or
fraud occurs.

In the UCR program, this crime
classification does not include
embezzI|l ement , “c
forgery, and the passing of
worthless checks. Motor vehicle
theft is not included in this
category as it is a separate index

crime offense.

Volume

The number of thefts committed in
McAllen in 2009 was 6785,

making this the largest crime
category of the Index Crimes. The
volume of theft increased 2.82
percent when compared to 2008.
More thefts were committed in
October than any other month.
The fewest thefts occurred in
January. It is reasonable to expect
that many offenses in this category,
particularly where the value of
goods stolen is small, are never
reported to police agencies.

Justifiable Homicide — The killing of a person
by a law enforcemenbfficer in theline of duty;

or the killing (during the commissionof a
felony) of afelonby aprivatecitizen

Manslaughter by Negligencei Thekilling of
anothepersonthroughgrossnegligence

Forcible Rape — The carnal knowledgeof a
femaleforcibly andagainstherwill .

Robbery — The taking or attemptingto take
anything of value from the care, custody, or
control of a personor personshy force or
threat of force or violence and/or by putting
thevictim in fear.

Aggravated Assaulti An unlawful attackby
one personupon anotherfor the purposeof
inflicting severeor aggravatedobodily injury.
This type of assauliis usuallyaccompaniedby
the use of a weaponor by meanslikely to
producedeathor greatbodily harm

Burglary 7 The unlawful entry of a structure
to commit a felony or theft This includes
breakingand enteringwith intentto commita
larceny housebreakingsafe cracking andall
attemptsattheseoffenses

Larceny-Theft 1 The unlawful taking,

carrying, leading, or riding away of property
from the possessiomr constructivepossession
of another This includes pocketpicking,

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GLOSSARY OF TERMS

Adult —In Texas,anadultis a personl? years
of age or over. National law provides that
adults are age 18 or over. Unless otherwise
indicated, this publication follows the state
definition.

Cleared by Arrest or Exceptional Means —
For Uniform Crime Reporting purposes,an
offenseis clearedby arrestor solvedwhen at
least one personis arrested,chargedwith the
commissionof an offense and turned over to
court for prosecution In certain situations,
police are not able to follow thesethree steps
and,if thefollowing four conditionscanbe met,
the offensecanbe clearedexceptionally (1) the
investigation has definitely established the
identity of the offender (2) thereis enough
information to supportan arrest, charge,and
turningoverto the courtfor prosecution(3) the
exactlocation of the offenderis known so that
he couldbetakeninto custody (4) thereis some
reasonoutsidethe police control that prevents
the arresting,charging,and prosecutingof the
offender

Crime Index — The sum of seven index
offensesusedto measurahe extent,fluctuation
and distribution of a crime in a given
geographicahrea Crime classificationaisedin
the Crime Index are murder, rape, robbery,
aggravatedassault,burglary, larcenytheft and
motor vehicle theft While arsonis also an
indexoffensejt is not partof the Crime Index

Crime Rate — The number of offensesper
100,000 inhabitants To calculatea crime rate,
divide the population by 100000 and then
divide the numberof offensesby that answer
The crime rate is useful in determining the
relative frequencyof crime without regardto
fluctuationsin population

Index Crime T A crime for which reports of
offenses committed are collected. Index crimes
are murder, rape, robbery, aggravated assault,
burglary, larcemtheft, motor vehicle theft and
arson.

Juvenile—In Texas, a juvenile is a person 16
years of age or under.

Non-Violent Crime — Property crimes; the
index offenses of burglary, larcetlyeft and
motor vehicle theft.

Personal Weapon- The use of hands, feet,
fists and teeth as a weapon to commit a crime;
also termed strorngrm weapon.

Strong-Arm Weapons— The use of hands,
feet, fists and teeth as a weapon to commit a
crime. Also termed personal weapon.

Threat — A declared intent to inflict bodily
harm on a person.

Violent Crime — Consists of the Index Offenses
of murder, forcible rape, robbery and
aggravated assault. Also referred to as crimes
against persons.
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
